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… Last Friday tuition statements and FSF statements were sent home. Hopefully each family checked backpacks and found the information which Mrs. Borner delivered to homerooms.  If you have any questions please call Mrs. Borner at 412-221-4720 or holychildffice@comcast.net
…..If your Fair Share contribution is over what was needed to pay off your tuition then the extra amount raised is left in the general fundraising section of this year’s budget.  All monies raised in this calendar year are put in the school account to help us pay our bills.  As you know, 10% of the budget has to be from fundraising and 5%, of it is to come from Bequests and Donations,  Therefore, to reach the  15%  we need everyone’s support.  15% of our budget is approximately $76,000. The rest comes as 25% from Holy Child Parish in the form of a subsidy and 60 % must be raised from tuition and fees.   If our fundraising percentage was higher than what was needed, and we could count on it remaining so, we could actually lower tuition.  As it is we have never sold out on the lottery tickets which in themselves could bring in as much as $30,000 a year.
… We have a few applications on the desk for the PSAS paperwork if you intend to apply for monies available through the Bravo Group.  If you already applied through the PSAS for the SOS and the BEF funds you do not have to fill out another application since they are identical.

… In order to stay compliant with the Protecting God’s Children Program you were asked to log into www.virtus.org each month to read a short article on Child Abuse and to answer a few questions on the article.  If you skip a month the article is still there waiting for you to read it.  If you are not a regular at doing this you may not remember your user id and password.  The web site will tell you how to get them.  Every 5 years it will recertify you online.  If you are like most people you haven’t logged into www.virtus.org for sometime.  Please do so ASAP.  After you catch up please try to log onto the web site monthly.  We will be audited for our level of compliance with the requirements of this important program.  We hope they will find you are compliant and up to date on the work.

…  The people from the Central Blood Bank thanked the children of Holy Child Catholic for inviting them to host a Blood Drive in our school. Throughout the afternoon we had a number of parents come to give blood. While not all were accepted at this time everyone earned a point for their child’s class and a Pizza Party.
