…  Every child from 1st to 8th has a subscription to First in Math online. They have their user names and passwords.  This particular program has some game components to it.  It is an excellent way for children to keep up with their Math and math facts.  It is a better drill than flash cards.  Another good website is www.vocabulary workshop.com.
…  To use these worthwhile programs it would probably be good to have your family on a schedule for the summer that includes 20 or 30 minutes a day on one or both of these programs.  When I hear the cost of some of the workbooks purchased to keep kids busy over the summer I can’t help but wonder why the programs they already have are not being used.
