We needed to have 102 pies / desserts ordered by 11:00 pm on Monday October 31 to be eligible for a 30% profit on this promotion rather than the normal 15%.  When we checked at 9:40 pm we had 98 pies and desserts listed.   So I ordered four pies for the “extra table” to be sure we got the additional percentage for this sale.  Thank you for your help in getting us to the 100 pies / desserts we needed!

          I have been ordering a few extra items each month for sale to those who come in and find something they could use but forgot to order.  Market Day used to let us order items for the extra table and what went unsold they took back. This is no longer their policy so you will not see anything on the extra table that I wouldn’t normally order. The reason being I have to purchase the extras that do not sell.   
This month there will be a number of desserts on the table because this is the B O G O (Buy one Give one) promotion for the Bridgeville Food Bank.   Some families have an extra pie in their regular order, or just ordered a pie for the Food Bank, and the “extras” will be available for purchase to be donated or for your holiday needs.  A Market Day dessert is always a treat whether for your family or as a take along when visiting friends!
Some things to remember about Market Day ordering:
· When you order on line you do not have to pay for it online. You can order and check the box marked “pay at the sale”.  You can pay by credit card if you wish.

· When you order on line at www.marketday.com you will find clearance item sales that are not on the paper order form. Some of them are really bargains.  They often have an “on line special” this month it was four free chicken steaks if your order came to a specific amount.  Sometimes an item is reduced and you just have to enter the code to get it.

· If a family member or friend orders, and wants to give your family the credit, just tell them to tell the Sales Rep when they pick-up the order.  Once the information is in the system you will automatically get credit for that person’s purchases. 
· We do not have much available freezer space for orders that cannot be picked up between 10:30 and 11:30 on Market Day.  We will do our best, but cannot guarantee that we can get your food into a freezer.
