PROTECTING GOD’S CHILDREN

Do you want to volunteer to help in the school or parish but you haven’t registered on the Safe Environment Database. or maybe you just haven’t taken the PGC Workshop?  

A  Protecting God’s Children Workshop is scheduled all over the diocese almost every night of the week.  You can find one that fits your schedule by logging onto the diocesan website (www.diopitt.org) and scrolling down the home page to the Safe Environment section which includes a Protecting God’s Workshop link to register on line.
· The workshops are given in the evenings and sometimes on Saturdays.  They last for three hours and are very informative.
· A certificate of completion is kept in your Protecting the Children file here in school.  It is the third piece needed, in addition to the Criminal Record Clearance and the Child Abuse Clearances that will be started when you register on the Safe Environment database.
Not registered in the PGC Database??  Go to www.diopitt.org and make a username and password.  On the second page it asks for an access code.  The code is “protect”.  Complete the database, which takes about twenty to thirty minutes, and it will generate a State Police Criminal Record Clearance for you. When we get that from the company we will mail you the paperwork to get the Child Abuse Clearance.  Complete it, mail it back to us and we will pay for the processing of it.
We hope you will complete the steps to be compliant with the requirements for this important program.  We cannot accept your offer to chaperone, do lunch duty, or anything else related to the school or parish without completing the program.  All clearances and PGC’s certificate of completion are kept on file in our office.  You may list a number of parishes, schools, etc., on your application if you work or volunteer in more than one place.
