FAIRSHARE PROGRAM & FUNDRAISING
What is “FAIRSHARE”? 

This is an amount that is needed to be raised in addition to your annual tuition. It is a pre-determined amount, based on the number of children you have enrolled.
Why is there “FAIRSHARE”? 
The Pittsburgh Diocesan Financial Guidelines for elementary schools requires that 10% - 15% of the schools operating budget needs to come from fundraising, bequest & donations.

How does “FAIRSHARE FUNDRAISING” (FSF) work?
Credit is given toward the Fairshare amount when a family, family friend, etc. participates in various FSF Programs. These credits are tracked & recorded, then deducted from the Fairshare balance. If a family is unable to meet their FSF amount, then the balance will be added toward their tuition account in May. HOWEVER - FAMILIES WHO EXCEED THEIR FAIRSHARE AMOUNT CAN HAVE THE EXTRA MONEY DEDUCTED FROM THEIR TUITION ACCOUNT. 
Holy Child Catholic has a number of FSF fundraising activities to help you meet your quota & generate money.  Please take a moment to review these activities.

Programs Throughout the School Year

Food For Thought (FFT) Program
Earn money toward your Fairshare (FSF) just by grocery shopping!!  Purchase Giant Eagle and/or Shop N’ Save gift cards on Wednesday mornings (stop by the school cafeteria or send in the Food For Thought envelope) or they may be purchased in the gym after any Mass.
The FSF credit for Giant Eagle & Shop N’ Save is 4%

Lottery Tickets
The lottery fundraiser gives FSF credit of 50% for every ticket you sell.
*Monthly tickets are $5 for the month. (Payouts are $50 for weekdays, $75 for Saturdays, $100 for Sundays & $200 last Sunday in each month.)

*6 month tickets are $25 (available for Jan. 1st & July 1st)
*12 month tickets are $50 (available for July 1st)
Numbers are based on the PA three-digit number drawn daily @7:00pm

(Please note credit from this activity can only be applied to the FSF quota & cannot be transferred to tuition)
Market Day
Market Day orders will receive a 9% credit. Orders may be placed online @ www.markeyday.com or by a paper order form & send it to school. The orders can be picked up (on the assigned pick up date) @ St. Anthony’s Center. 
Scrip Program 

Purchase gift cards from over 400 retailers!! Orders may be placed online or by paper order form. Fill out the order form & return it with payment in the SCRIP ENVELOPE. Visit www.shopwithscrip.com to see the entire list of retailers or to place an order online. Register online & have Holy Child’s Organizational Code. This code is 5819624L849. Once ordered, print your order form & turn in along with the payment in the SCRIP ENVELOPE.  Orders are placed every other Monday & certificates will be returned to you on Friday of the same week.  A calendar will be sent home with the scrip dates.
Seasonal Fundraisers 

Magazine Sale: This student fundraiser takes place at the beginning of the school year.  All of the information is received at the Magazine Sale Assembly. Family FSF quotas are credited with 35% of the total dollar amount turned in during the sale. However throughout the year families can earn additional credit by ordering or renewing online.
Enjoy Books:  Enjoy Books are sold from August to December. The books are $27 and the FSF quotas are credited with 25%. These coupon books are good for a year & are loaded with coupons from restaurants to movies to car rentals. The Enjoy Book is a must have for any busy family or person & they make great gifts too!

Kid Stuff Coupon Books: These family friendly coupon books are only sold through schools. When a Kid Stuff Book is purchased, the family saves money on clothing, shoes, toys, sporting goods, activities & more! Using just a few coupons saves more than the cost of the book. These also make great gifts! This fundraiser will take place September thru October. The books cost $25 and the FSF quotas are credited with 35%.
Sarris Candy: No fundraiser is complete without Sarris Candy! Sarris Candy is sold twice during the school year 1) Christmas & 2) Easter. Order forms are sent home with the students. They need to be returned to the school on the specific turn in day, on the master form along with the payment. When the orders arrive they can be picked up at the Rectory Office. The FSF quotas are credited with 25% of the total dollar amount sold.
